Kindle Generations 

This guide is based on the 3rd generation of Kindle, but all generations can be used to check out library e-

books.  There are some differences between the generations, so the following guide will attempt to help 

identify what generation of Kindle you are dealing with.  This is particularly important because

You can usually tell what type of Kindle you have by its features: 

Kindles with Keyboards:

face the screen.  May be Graphite or White. 

Kindles without Keyboards: 

Kindle 4: has no keyboard, has four buttons and a 5-way control similar to that of the Kindle 3.  Silver. 

Kindle Touch: no keyboard, uses a touch-screen interface. Silver. 

  

Kindle tablets: 

Kindle Fire: a LCD touch-screen tablet.  Not covered in this guide.

The definitive way to tell what Kindle you have is with your serial number.   

You can find your serial number on the back of your device or by pressing , then , then

The beginning of your serial number will tell you what type of Kindle you have: 

B001 = Kindle 1 

B002 = Kindle 2 US 

B003 = Kindle 2 International 

B004 = Kinde DX US 

B005 = Kindle DX International 

B006 = Kindle 3 wi-fi and 3G 

B008 = Kindle 3 wi-fi only (regular and Special Offers edition) 

B009 = Kindle DX Graphite 

B00A = Kindle 3 wi-fi and 3G for European customers 

BOOE = Kindle 4  

 

Wi-Fi Vs. 3G 

To wirelessly transfer your library e-book to your Kindle, you must have a Wi-Fi connection to the 

Internet.  Wi-Fi is standard on all 3rd Generation Kindles.  Other Kindles (and some Kindles with Wi-Fi 

support) offer connections through the Amazon Whispernet service, which uses either EVDO or 3G to 

connect to the Internet via cell phone networks.  This Whispernet service CANNOT be used to transfer 

your e-book wirelessly to your Kindle. 

Unfortunately, the Kindle interface and documentation for the 1st and 2nd generation Kindles and the DX 

versions all refer to the Whispernet connecǘƛƻƴǎ ŀǎ Ψ²ƛǊŜƭŜǎǎΩΦ  ¢Ƙƛǎ ŎŀǳǎŜǎ ǎƻƳŜ ŎƻƴŦǳǎƛƻƴ ǿƛǘƘ Kindle 

owners who are able to download ŎƻƴǘŜƴǘ ΨǿƛǊŜƭŜǎǎƭȅΩ (through 3G) from Amazon.com but are unable to 

do so with their library e-books.   

In short, for 1st Gen, 2nd DŜƴΣ ŀƴŘ 5· ǾŜǊǎƛƻƴǎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ YƛƴŘƭŜΣ Ψ²ƛǊŜƭŜǎǎΩ ƻǇǘƛƻƴǎ Ƴŀȅ ŀǇǇŜŀǊ ƻƴ ǎŎǊŜŜƴ ŀƴŘ 

in the documentation that came with them, but this does NOT refer to a Wi-Fi connection. These version   

ONLY 3rd generation (and newer) Kindle models can receive library e-books via a Wi-Fi connection. 

ALL other versions of the Kindle MUST transfer their library e-books using the USB method.
